How to Use Website
Drop-Down Navigation
It is easy to find information with a few clicks by using the master menu of content shown below on the home page.  For example, use the drop-down navigation menu to access information about the Society, helpful information and links, illustrated history webpages, information on how to support the Society and how to contact us.   Immediate access to components of the illustrated history webpages is available by clicking directly on the major menu items – timeline, collection, oral histories, photos, videos and biographies.

Site Map
As an alternative, a site map is provided at the bottom of the home page that provides easy one-step access to such features as search options, PAHx newsletters, research library and references, terms of use and policy statements.

Search Options
Under Information and Links on the site map, click on Search Options to discover how you can search for specific items found on the Society’s Illustrated History Website or that are located in our online PastPerfect™ database.  Also, there are links to the Duke University Medical Center (DUMC) archive’s collection of primary source material and digital images relevant to the establishment of the PA profession.
Searching the PAHX Website – Enter a key word or phrase into the search window found at the top of the page and get a list of related items that can then be viewed.  
Example:  Enter “Model Legislation” and one gets the following search results.  Clicking on the heading link will take you to the source of the information on the website.

Searching the PastPerfect™ Database – Click on the PastPerfect™ Online Database link and open keywords search option on left.  Type in keyword or keyword phrase (using quotes) and click the search button. 
Example:  Enter “Veterans Caucus” and one gets the following results of items found in the Society’s museum (objects), library and still image collections.


Click on the item to find more information and to enlarge image (if available).

There are additional search options that can be accessed using the menu on the left.  Use the random image selection to browse the collection.  You can use the help screen to learn more about how to use the various options or click on the link provided on the search options page to open a file containing more information about PastPerfect™.
Search the DUMC Archive PA History Digital Repository - In addition to the Society’s digital image collection, a similar collection of images can be found in the DUMC Archive digital repository.  Clicking on the link will open up MedSpace™ software that will present images grouped chronologically into time periods.  Click the title link or on the image to view image.

You can also use keywords to search the MedSpace™ database.
PAHx Research Library and References
Click on the Research Library and Reference link on the site map, under Illustrated History option, to open a portal to the Society’s Library Holdings.  Use the links on the right to browse the Library Holdings by categories such as books, articles, dissertations and so forth.  To find a specific item, select the Advance Search feature to open the PastPerfect™ database.

Advance Search Library Catalog – Click on the advance search option to open the PastPerfect™ online catalog.  Click on the All Content box to clear the search options and then click on the Library box.  Example:  To find an article written by Roderick Hooker that contained the word “Analysis” in the title put in the following information:

Click on the article title to open up the Library Catalog record.  The article appeared in the September 2001 issue of Clinical Review, Volume 11, Number 9, pages 31-34.

If you do not have access to the article through the Internet, your Library or its Interlibrary Loan service, use the “Feedback Form” option to request a scanned copy from the Society’s Staff.  They will let you know beforehand the fee for the scanning service.

PAHx Oral History, Still and Moving Image Collections
The site map has links to webpages containing information about the Society’s oral history, still and moving image collections.  Direct access to selected oral histories, photographs and videos is available by clicking on subject headings on each page.  Browse items found in each collection by clicking on the “search the PastPerfect™ database” link. 
Example:  On the Oral Histories webpage, clicking the PastPerfect™ link produces the following screen:

Click on the call number and open the record to see full information about the oral history.

This particular interview was done by a PA student by telephone.  A recording of the interview is available by clicking on the Recording and Transcript link.  The digital audio will be downloaded and played on your computer.
Access to the PastPerfect™ database is similar for the still and moving image collections.
